 Warm and well-drained land with lighter soils will speed spring emergence.  Avoid saline areas and check chemical histories for restrictions to growing corn

	Expose topsoil to speed soil temperature warm-up and enhance emergence.  When zero tillage is used it is recommended to use high disturbance openers.

Accent can be tank mixed with a broadleaf chemical above for better control. In a tankmix, reducing the broadleaf chemical to ¾ of recommended rate will reduce crop injury and still provide the same broadleaf control.
